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Daisy’s Dog Run Guidelines 
 

 

• Members only 
The Run is for use by OTITC Members and Member’s 
guests (people and/or dogs), who are also 
responsible for following all guidelines 

 

• Use at your own risk 
Owners are responsible and liable for the actions and 
behavior of their dog(s), at all times. OTITC assumes 
no responsibility or liability for accidents or injuries 

 

• Be respectful of your neighbors and their dogs 
If there is a dog in the Run when you arrive, please 
ask the member owner if it is okay if your dog comes 
in before you enter the Run and take your dog off-
leash 

 

• Check to ensure that both gates are closed before 
taking your dog(s) off-leash 
Leash your dog(s) before exiting the Run. Please 
leave both gates closed when exiting 

 

• Keep your dog(s) in sight and under voice control 
Dogs are only allowed off-leash within the fenced Run 
area 
 

• You must clean up and dispose of waste left by your 
dog(s)!  
Members that don’t clean up after their dog(s) will be 
charged a $35.00 fine per feces pile. Please be 
respectful of your neighbors and keep it clean. There is 
a community poop bag dispenser and waste bin in the 
Run for your use 
 

• Dogs must have current vaccinations and be 
spayed/neutered 
These are OTITC pet occupancy requirements 
 

• Members are limited to two dogs per visit 
There must to be at least one human for every two 
dogs 
 

• A parent or guardian must supervise children 
accompanying dogs in the Run 

 
The Run is named in remembrance of our dear friend Daisy, an OTITC Member’s dog who passed away shortly before the Run was installed. We 
hope all OTITC canines enjoy it!
